Children’s Gates Software Training Program

The library is offering its monthly Children’s Gates Software Training Program on Saturdays, September 26 and October 17 at 11:00 a.m. in the Children’s Services Department. The class will cover the Windows’ basics, icons, the tool bar, use of the mouse, and how to access “Barney” and “Living Books” software. 2009 In-N-Out Burger Reading Program

Beginning Monday, October 12, the library will participate in the In-N-Out Burger “Food for Thought” Reading Program for children ages 4 to 12. To participate, children need to register at the Children’s Desk to receive a reading log and check out books at their reading level from the Monterey Park Bruggemeyer Library. After the child reads each book, his or her parent or guardian must initial the reading log. The child will return to the Children’s Desk to receive credit for the books he or she has read. When the child has read five books, he or she will receive an award certificate and a coupon good for a free hamburger or cheeseburger at any In-N-Out Burger. Children who are too young to read may participate by having books read to them by their parent or guardian. Children may receive up to three award certificates during this six-week reading program. Junior Friends of the Library Needs Members
The Junior Friends of the Library, an organization that assists the library, is recruiting members to help with its programs and activities. Membership is open to teens between the ages of 14 and 18 with applications available at the Reference Desk. There are no membership dues. Being a Junior Friend gives one valuable experience as a volunteer which may help with college acceptance. The Junior Friends conduct regular meetings twice a month (usually on the second and fourth Monday at 5:00 P.M. in the Friends Room) to plan the programs or events in which they will participate. 

Junior Friends help with the Homework Assistance Program, help in the Bookstore, help adults improve their English, assist with the Summer Reading Program, provide office help, shelve books, orchestrate special holiday and craft programs for children, etc. In previous years the Junior Friends held a Mystery Theatre, a Haunted House for Halloween, “Cupid’s Playground” for Valentine’s Day, an Easter Egg Hunt, a poetry slam and literacy bingo to name a few activities. Junior Friends advise the library on teen programs and purchase of books and other library materials. Along with these events, the group also works with the Friends of the Monterey Park Library to produce the Friends Newsletter. The Junior Friends maintain a website to reach out and create a communication channel with local teens and each year select a Junior Friend of the Year.
